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Legislation


Recent legislation on Safeguarding children follows on from the murder of Victoria Climbie in 2000.  Following her death a report was published called “Every Child Matters” which contained over 100 recommendations in the way children, up to and including 17 yr-olds, were protected.


The Safeguarding Vulnerable Groups Act of 2006 extended the right to protection to all vulnerable groups after Jessica Chapman and Holly Wells were murdered by their school caretaker in 2002.  The 2006 Act meant extending legal protection to people over 18 living in residential accommodation or  sheltered housing, receiving home-based care and people requiring long-term healthcare or assistance in the conduct of their affairs.
