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SOLUTIONS & CHEMICALS FOR CLEANING WALLS
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	1 Wall Detergent

· Follow manufacturer’s instructions to avoid damaging the wall 

· Alkaline liquid detergent for wall and surface cleaning
· Sequestrant in product makes it ideal for all water conditions
· Cuts through grease and soilage leaving no streaks
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	2 Alkaline and Solvent Based Graffiti Remover

· Ready to use, no rinse and streak free
· Simultaneously removes grease and oil, as well as tough stains

· Removes ink, marker, pencil, lipstick, black heel marks, smoke films, greasy food stains and other tenacious stains

· Ideal for alkaline and solvent resistant walls
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	3 Heavy Duty Solvenated Graffiti Remover
· Quick and thorough removal of oil, grease and graffiti
· Medium foaming and fast acting, reducing contact time

MACHINES & EQUIPMENT FOR CLEANING WALLS ABOVE 4m
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	4 Sponge

· Used to manually apply cleaning solution to walls

· Most suitable for smooth or papered walls

· Is less likely to damage delicate wall surfaces when compared to brushes
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	5 Bucket

· Used to hold:

· Cleaning solution and rinse water
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	6 Spray Applicator Bottle

· Used to manually apply:

· Cleaning solution directly onto walls for pre - treatment of heavily soiled areas

· Clean water to fabrics when rinsing after wet foam or spot cleaning

· Spray bottles should always be labelled with their contents
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	7 Hand Scrubbing Brush

· Used to scrub cleaning solution on walls

· Most suitable for tough wall surfaces e.g. stone, brick, steel

· Hard bristles are suitable for scrubbing graffiti and heavily soiled areas

· Soft bristles should be used on papered walls 

· DO NOT vigorously scrub papered walls as they will become damaged
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	8 Abrasive pads

· Used to scrub walls where ground in dirt and graffiti is difficult to move

· Different grades of abrasive pad are available

· DO NOT vigorously scrub papered walls as they will become damaged
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	9 Long handled Scrubbing Brush

· Used as a hand scrubbing brush above head height

· Long handles reduce the need for the cleaner to leave the ground
	


MACHINES & EQUIPMENT FOR CLEANING WALLS ABOVE 4m (continued)
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	10 Absorbent White Cloth

· Used to dab cleaning solution onto walls when testing for colourfastness

· Used to apply graffiti remover

· DO NOT use coloured cloth as dye could transfer from the cloth to the wall being cleaned. This is most likely to occur on papered walls
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	11 Dust / Plastic Sheets

· Place over furniture, fittings and floors that are close to walls that are being cleaned, to prevent solutions from spotting floors
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	12 Upright Vacuum Cleaner
· Used for vacuuming carpeted areas
· Extending hose can clean skirting boards and edges

· High productivity and deep cleaning are achieved using this machine

· Dust and debris are collected in a disposable bag
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	13 Tub Vacuum
· Used for all types of surfaces hard and soft
· Dust and debris are collected in a disposable bag

· Less expensive than an upright machine

· Can be used with a long hose to reach awkward places


	


MACHINES & EQUIPMENT FOR CLEANING WALLS ABOVE 4m (continued)
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	14 Back pack Vacuum Cleaner
· Used to suck loose dust, dirt and debris from walls 

· Most suitable for working off the ground

· Allows cleaner to have one hand free to hold on to steps or ladders. This helps to prevent overbalancing

· Collected dust, dirt and are stored in internal tanks
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	15 Wall Washing Machine

· Reduces the need for working 'off the ground' due to its long reach

· Reduces the amount of time taken to clean walls when compared to manual cleaning

· Is both a wet scrubber and suction machine

· Machine applies cleaning solution to walls and removes solution and dirt by suction

· Can be fitted with a wide range of brushes and pads

· Has on board solution tanks and waste collection tanks

· Wet suction machine will, squeegee and pick up slurry and liquid waste

· Suitable for use on any wall

· For indoor use these machines are electric cable or battery driven
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	16 Steps

· Used to allow cleaners to increase their reach

· Low level steps are more stable than high step ladders
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	17 Step Ladders

· Used to allow cleaners to increase their reach 

· DO NOT over-reach as this can lead to unbalancing and falls 

· ALWAYS use one hand to hold the steps

· DO NOT place steps over furniture or fittings

· Steps must be placed on even floors and locked to prevent accidental collapse
	


MACHINES & EQUIPMENT FOR CLEANING WALLS ABOVE 4m (continued)
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	18 Ladders

· Used to allow cleaners to increase their reach

· Ladders are more UNSAFE than step ladders. Avoid their use wherever possible.

· ALWAYS secure ladders to fixed points to prevent slipping

· ALWAYS ask a colleague to stand at the bottom of the ladder to prevent it slipping

· ALWAYS use one hand to hold the ladders

· DO NOT place ladders over furniture or fittings

· DO NOT over-reach as this can lead to unbalancing and falls
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	19 Self Assembly Platform

· Used to allow cleaners to increase their reach

· Platforms are safer to use than step ladders or ladders

· They must be level

· They should be fitted with hand rails to prevent falls

· They should be fitted with a safety harness to prevent falls
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	20 Tool hangers and Holders

· Used to secure cleaning tools to steps and platforms

· They allow the cleaner to use one hand to hold the steps whilst cleaning the wall with the other
